HOW TQO USE THIS BOOK

504 Abseclutely Essential Words can be used in a number of ways, depending upon the needs and the
status of the reader. A studentin a high schonl English class, for example, could work with the book over
a period of one school year, leaming a dozen words each week for 42 weeks. Pupils who are studying
vocabulary in an individualized program can move through the text at their own speed, masrering the
new veards as rapidly as they are able. Adults, out of school, can dip inte the book on a selective basis,
paying attentien to the new wards and skipping over those with which they are already familiar.

The High School English Class Some teachers prefer to set aside one day a week for intensive vocabulare
study. Aw such time the sentences containing the rew words are often read aloud so chac the students
hear thern used in conext. The definitions may be copied inte a vacabulary notebook ro reinforce the
tearning. Newt, the accompanying paragraphis) containing the 12 new words should be read aloud, fal-
lowead by rhe exercise in which the blanks are to be filled in. Some discussion of the “Spotlight On™ word
is appropriate, preceding a homework assignment in which the students compose original sentences for
each of the new words.

An Unusual Strike

The baseball serike of 1994-95, which kepr the

A course encitled “The Responsibilities of
Parenthcod™ scunds as if it should be offered to
students who are immediate candidates for parent-
hood.
